.- had observed in the rooms In some cases, they were surprised by what they found.

For example, they expected friendly -students to paint their rooms in warm colors,
but they discovered that the color of the walls didn't say much about friendliness. A
better mchcatlon was the furniture: friendly students were muoh more iikely to have

comfortable furniture than unfnendly ones.

By pointing out such clues to personality, Snoop can help you get, a much better
understanding of the people around you. But even if you don't make practical use of
thie information, you should deﬁmtely read the book because it focuses on a toplc that
