(2) Itis likely that the recent increase in the salt content of Lake Kinneret
is irreversible.

(3) Lake Kinneret will never return to the former salt content that existed
before the recent increase.

(4) Despite the recent change in the level of salinity in Lake Kinneret, the
lake is still saltier now than it was in the past.

3. The power of the United States may be unquestioned, but the moral
authority to exert that power is sometimes questionable.

(2) Itis arguable whether or not the United States has always used its power in a
moral way.

(2) Although the United States is understandably powerful, it considers the use of
its power to be immoral and questionable.

(3) There are those who question whether or not the United States has enough
power to act with moral authority in any situation.

(4) Though no one doubts that the United States is powerful, it is sometimes
arguable whether or not it has the moral right to use that power.
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4. Although having an asthmatic parent increases a child’s risk of having asthma,
there is a consensus that asthma results not only from genetic factors but from the
child’s environment and lifestyle as well.

(1) Environmental and lifestyle factors are the ones that determine the
development of asthma in a child, whereas the genetic factor has little
influence.

(2) There is a consensus that a child with asthmatic parents has a great risk of
developing asthma, regardless of the child’s environment and lifestyle.

(3) The existence of asthma in a parent is an important factor in
determining whether or not a child will have asthma, but it is agreed
that the child’s environment and lifestyle also play a role in the
development of this disease.

(4) Itis agreed that environment and lifestyle are not factors that
influence whether or not a child will develop asthma, whereas his
genetic makeup is such a factor.

5. One way of trying to assess the benefits that sleep brings is observing what ills
befall if it is denied.

(1) One of the problems with trying to assess the advantages of sleep is that when
it is prevented, it can cause a person to becomeill.

(2) Examining the problems associated with the prevention of sleep is one way of
evaluating its advantages.

(3) Trying to measure the advantages of sleep is more difficult than trying to
measure its disadvantages.

(4) In order to assess its benefits, one must study sleep as well as the prevention
of sleep.

6. The dissemination of kabalistic ideas took a leap forward in the 18"
century with the founding of the Hasidic Movement.

(1) The Hasidic Movement, which was founded in the 18™ century, benefited
from the spread of kabalistic ideas.

(2) Until the Hasidic Movement was founded in the 18" century, kabalistic ideas
were not very popular.

(3) The Hasidic Movement, which was founded in the 18" century, was based
on the idea of spreading kabalistic thought.

(4) The creation of the Hasidic Movement in the 18" Century brought about a
rise in the spread of kabalistic ideas.
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7. Though threats to both the privacy and the security of Internet users are
thrusting their way into public consciousness, they have not impeded Internet
usage.

(1) The internet is being used more than ever, regardless of the threats to both the
privacy and the security of Internet users.

(2) People have begun to be aware of the privacy and security risks involved
in Internet usage, but this has not caused them to stop using it.

(3) Threats to the privacy and security of Internet users have resulted in public
awareness of this problem as well as in efforts to stop Internet usage.

(4) Even though the public is aware of the threats to both the privacy and the

8. Although feeding pigeons is a popular London pastime, there are those who
believe that the pigeons pose a health hazard.

(1) Londoners no longer pass their time feeding pigeons, as these birds,
according to some people, cause health problems.

(2) Those who think that pigeons are a health hazard no longer join Londoners in
their popular habit of feeding the birds.

(3) In London, people enjoy spending time feeding the pigeons, even though
there are those who say that these pigeons bring with them the risk of health
problems.

(4) There are those who still believe that feeding pigeons in London is a popular
habit, even though these pigeons cause health problems.

9. Considering that Kyrgyzstan, a former Soviet Republic, is in a disastrous
economic state, it is surprising that President Akayev was elected to a third term
of office there.

(1) Although Kyrgyzstan has had terrible economic difficulties since separating
from the Soviet Union, thrice-elected President Akayev has surprised many in
his efforts to change this.

(2) In Kyrgyzstan, a former republic of the Soviet Union, it has come as a
surprise to many people that a president as unsuccessful as Akayev would be
re-elected.

(3) It was unexpected for Akayev to be elected as President of Kyrgyzstan for the
third time, since the country’s economy has suffered under his leadership.

(4) President Akayev was surprised that despite his responsibility for
Kyrgyzstan’s economic troubles, the country elected him to a third term as
president.
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There is no evidence to support the contention that imposing the death penalty for
certain crimes, leads to a reduction in those crimes.

(1) When the death penalty is imposed for certain crimes, it is not supposed to
lead to a reduction in those crimes.

(2) Itis evident that using the death penalty for certain crimes increases, rather
than decreases, the number of those crimes being committed.

(3) It has not been proven that people who support the use of the death penalty
do so with the intention of reducing crime.

(4) The claim that using the death penalty for certain crimes results in fewer of
those crimes being committed, has received no support.

Much of the blame for the dreadful plight of the world’s coral reefs rests with
local authorities’ decisions allowing over-fishing, or with their neglect to
prosecute destructive tourists.

(1) Many local authorities are to blame for the destruction of the world’s coral
reefs, along with the fishing and tourist industries, which are not properly
regulated.

(2) Local authorities have assumed responsibility for making decisions that have
resulted in the destruction of the world’s coral reefs.

(3) Fishermen and tourists blame local authorities for making bad decisions, and
thus causing the sorry plight of the world’s coral reefs.

(4) Itis the local authorities” willingness to allow too much fishing and their
failure to act against harmful tourists, that are mainly responsible for the
terrible state of the world’s coral reefs.

Conservatives, as opposed to liberals, are inclined to believe that those who fail
in life are in some way architects of their own misfortune, and thus must bear the
responsibility for solving their own problems.

(1) Unlike liberals, conservatives believe that people who have failed must take
responsibility for solving their own problems, since they themselves are at the
source of their own troubles.

(2) Conservatives differ from liberals in their belief that people who are unable to
take responsibility for solving their problems on their own, will in some way

encounter failures and misfortunes in life.

(3) The tendency to believe that people cause their own failures and misfortunes
in life, but are unable to take responsibility for solving their own troubles, is a
conservative rather than a liberal approach.

(4) Conservatives and liberals each blame their failures and misfortunes on the
other, and are unwilling to take responsibility for solving their own problems.
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13. Bilingual education is detrimental to the very students it is supposed to serve.

(2) Bilingual education, while mentally challenging, is both helpful and harmful
to certain students.

(2) Bilingual education is supposed to be helpful to some students but not to
others.

(3) Bilingual education serves the very students who find it to be least helpful.

(4) Bilingual education, which is meant to help certain students, actually harms
them.
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
