Colors Make a Difference
" by Carol Small

Dr. Michael Ross from Boston University studies the effect that colors have on people.
In his first study, he invited 60 people to a party in an apartment with three rooms.
Each room was a different color: one was red, another was yellow and the third was
blue. People could choose in which room to stay. In all the rooms there was the same

amount of food. In each room people could choose what kind of music to listen to.

He found out that people who chose to stay in the red and yellow rooms, talked loudly
