Wasting Food in America by Daniel Stuart is an important book. It is about a serious
problem: Americans buy too much food and throw away a lot of what they buy.

For example, he says it 1s
15 important to go shopping with a list and buy food in small packages, so that people buy
only the food they need. He also suggests how to use leftover food instead of throwing

it away.

Stuart writes with
humor and tells stories about his own experiences while writing the book. The second

20 part of the book is too long, but the advice Stuart gives there on how to reduce waste
1s very important. I recommend this book to every American.
