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Why do children need an adventure playground? Marsha explains: "Many

parents today have forgotten how valuable it is to walk around freely and create

new things. This is exactly what kids can do in adventure playgrounds." One

father proudly tells about his seven-year-old daughter Shelly. "She built an
20 airplane from wood all by herself.
