They were tested
after each lesson. The study showed that the students who rode bikes during the lesson did better on
the tests than those who sat in the classroom without exercising. They remembered more new words
than the students who didn't ride bikes. They also remembered the new words for a longer time than

the other students.
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15 IV~ The researchers said that some of the findings were unexpected. First of all, the students who
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rode the bikes reported that they were able to focus better than during regular lessons. They also said
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that they were able to enjoy the lessons more.
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v "QOur conclusion is that doing physical exercise while studying a new language improves a
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person's ability to learn it," says Dr. Li Wang, one of the researchers. "We know, of course, that it is
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20 not practical for language schools to buy many bicycles. They don't have the money or the place for
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them. We are just saying that teaching a language should include some kind of physical exercise."
