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IV The Internet too is helping to preserve endangered languages. One jmportant website is the

20 World Oral Literature Project (WOLP). Founded in 2009, it has a large collection of recordings of
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people speaking endangered languages. The recordings — of songs, stories, and much more — are
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available for researchers to study and for teachers to use in the classroom. Another project was
developed by the Living Tongues Institute (LTT). Its experts go to communities whose languages
might disappear, and trair} a few people there to record local words and phrases. These are then
25 added to an online dictioriary, with an explanation of their meaning. About 100 languages already

have such "talking dictionaries." Hopefully, in coming years, many more will join them.
