Grass began From Pexels, photo 2610309

to grow immediately and new leaves appeared on the eucalyptus trees
that survived. It was time for the koalas to return to their homes in the forests. Sharon Nash from the
Koala Hospital said, "This is a great day for us. We are able to return many koalas to their homes,

some of them even to their original tree. This makes us very proud and happy."

20 V Dr. Lang explained, "We put a radio-chip on all the koalas that the volunteers rescued. This is
because experts say that in the future there will be big fires again in Australia. In times of danger, it

will be easier for volunteers to find the koalas that have a chip."
