III' "When I read about this, I wasn't surprised," says brain scientist Dr. Jane Crawford. "I've heard
interviews with famous writers, who explained how they thought of ideas for their books. Many of

them said that they got their ideas when they were doing a boring activity, such as washing dishes."

IV But why do boring activities help us to be creative? "It's because being bored has a positive
20 effect on the brain," explains Crawford. "When we are not doing anything interesting, our brains
get some rest. This makes it much easier for us to get new ideas." Scientists also discovered that
being bored has other benefits. After people spend time doing something boring, they can concentrate

better. Surprisingly, they can even feel less worried.

V  "Of course, if you want these benefits, you must be willing to feel bored," says Crawford.
25 "Many people hate that feeling, but I think we should all try to spend five or ten minutes every day

being bored.
